A residential road or cul-de-sac is perfect for a traditional street party, while a
local park or green space provides plenty of room for larger groups, plus there’s
likely no need to close roads or move vehicles.

Community centres, village halls, car parks or school playgrounds are also great
options. For a smaller gathering keep it simple and consider somewhere such as
a garden or driveway.

Wherever you choose, make sure it’s accessible and welcoming to everyone.

If it's not taking place on your street, can people easily find it and get there, is
parking available, will you need to think about access to toilet facilities and how
might you plan around the weather?

Big or small, inside or out - choose a celebration spot that works best for
your community.



SPREAD THE WORD

Think about whether you're inviting just your street, the wider community or a
specific group. This will help determine the best way to let people know about
your event.

Pop invitations through letterboxes, knock on doors and chat with people when
you're out and about. If people have met a friendly face in advance, they’re more
likely to feel comfortable about coming on the day. Plus, we bet you'll find a few
helping hands along the way!

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CLOSING A ROAD FOR YOUR
VE DAY 80 CELEBRATION

HOW TO KEEP CALM AND
CLOSE A ROAD

You can host a VE Day 80 celebration wherever works best for your
community —on a quiet road, in a local venue or even on private land as long
as you have the necessary permission.

If you're planning a traditional street party and need or would like to close a
road, check with your local council and apply as early as possible. Many councils
require 6-12 weeks’ notice to arrange a temporary road closure.

For smaller street parties on residential roads, many councils only need to know
where and when your event is happening. Some may even be able to provide
road signs and waive application fees, so ask what’s possible!

HOW TO APPLY

The best way to check road closure requirements is to contact your local council:

e England or Wales - follow the ‘Organising a street party’ steps on the gov.uk
website

e Scotland - contact the Roads and Communities department of your local
council

© NorthernIreland - visit your local council website and search for ‘road
closure for special events’ guidance. Give yourself plenty of time as the
process can take from 21 days up to 16 weeks.

If closing your road isn’t an option, consider an alternative location:

e Private land - a driveway, garden, school car park or playing field (check
with the owner, but no council forms needed!)

e Indoor venues - a village hall, community centre or even the local pub may
be able to offer their space for free. Just ask—they might love to
support alocal event.

e Public outdoor spaces - a nearby park or community green
space can be great outdoor alternatives.

Lots of local Big Lunch events take place without the need to close
aroad so don't worry if it’s not possible - there’s always a way
to bring your community together!

NUTS AND BOLTS:
LICENSING AND INSURANCE

A VE Day 80 celebration that is taking place in a large, outdoor space and is open to the general public
will have different considerations to one that is a few people getting together in a private venue.

If you're unsure about any requirements check with your local council as early as possible in case you
need to fill out forms, apply for permissions or seek any specialist guidance or advice.

Whilst everyone plays a part in their own safety at your event, it’'s important to help minimise potential
risks by planning ahead and thinking about them from the get go.

KEY THINGS YOU MIGHT NEED TO CONSIDER:

e Keeping structures safe - ensure marquees, gazebos and decorations are
safe and secure.

e Supervising equipment - monitor anything such as BBQs, bouncy castles
and play equipment for safety.

Q Managing noise levels - be mindful of neighbours and any local noise
restrictions.

MYTH: YOU NEED LOTS OF LICENCES (FOR
MUSIC, FOOD, DRINK AND FUNDRAISING)

e Food safety - according to the Food Standards Agency (FSA), one-off events
like street parties aren’t considered food businesses, so no licences or forms
are required. Visit the FSA website for more information and guidance.

e Music - the Licensing Act 2003 states a music licence is not required for a
street party or community event unless amplified music is a main attraction
and it’'s been promoted as such.

e Alcohol sales - if you plan to sell alcohol, you may need a Temporary Events
Notice (TEN). Check with your local council and licensing authority via the
gov.uk postcode checker.

© Fundraising - most one-off event raffles, sweepstakes and tombolas don’t
need a licence as they are classed as ‘incidental lotteries’ and gambling
regulations don’t apply if the tickets are sold on the day and the prizes are
worth less than £500 in total. Visit the Gambling Commission’s website for
full guidance and read the legal know-how.
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If unsure, doing a simple
risk assessment can
help you decide whether
insurance is necessary.
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MYTH: YOU NEED EXPENSIVE INSURANCE

There is no central government requirement for public liability insurance, but
some local councils have their own polices so always check with them.

If you feel insurance is a good ided, shop around and have a look at the advice
on the Street Party website and The Big Lunch website. Costs vary depending on
the level of cover required and number of attendees, but you could split the cost
among participants or ask for donations to help.

Even if insurance isn't required having cover can give peace of mind. While issues
are unlikely, knowing you're covered allows everyone to relax and enjoy the event.

TYPES OF INSURANCE TO CONSIDER

© Publicliability insurance
Covers accidental injury to third parties (attendees, volunteers, or passersby)
and damage to property during the event. Costs vary depending on the
activity covered, event size and other factors.

Q Employers’ liability insurance
Only required if your community group has legal status (e.g., a charity, CIC,
or limited company) and employs paid staff (not just volunteers).

Hired in equipment insurance

Some hire companies require proof of insurance before renting out chairs,
gazebos, sound systems, or other event equipment. Check whether the hire
company provides cover or if you'll need to arrange it separately.

SERVING UP SAFELY

Whether you're keeping it simple with sandwiches and snacks or planning a
varied menu of global flavours, inviting people to bring food to share is a great
way to get everyone involved.

If everybody is chipping in it’s unlikely you’ll have control over what's brought,
however bearing a few things in mind will allow everyone to enjoy the celebration
safely and ensure food is handled carefully.

HANDY TIPS TO HELP;

Q Label ingredients - this is important to help guests with allergies or dietary
restrictions. Have pens and paper to hand or encourage people to bring their
recipes along - it's a great way to share ideas and inspire others!

Keep food fresh - cover when needed, store perishable items in a fridge
until the last minute and leave them out for as short a time as possible. If it's a
particularly hot day make sure there’s shade and a way to keep food cool.

e Cook food thoroughly - if you're preparing and cooking food at your event
(e.g. a BBQ), check food temperatures and make sure it’s cooked properly
before serving. Take your time - don’t rush, even if people are waiting.

e Ensure things are clean - keep utensils, bowls, surfaces and any other
equipment clean at all fimes.
